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Nrero Sramrepe I'rustraTED. — The
Lexington (Ky.) Atlas of the 10th inst. says:
“ We learn that about forty negroes had made
arrangements to leave their masters, in Wood-
ford county, on Saturday night last, but the
plot was discovered just in time to defeat its ex-
ccution. The negroes all had fiee passes.
According to the plan of operations, each was
to steal a horse and cross the Ohio river be-
fore day. They were betrayed by a negro to
whom the plot was disclosed, and who was re.
quested to join in it.  T'he negroes stated that
two or three white men, who had been in the
neighborhood some days, furnished them fres
passes. These men got an intimation of the
the discovery of the plot, and made their es.
cape.
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
